The bay area has lost about 90% of its historical tidal wetlands. 

The tidal wetlands in the Bay Area are salt water wetlands. 

Wetlands act like a sponge soaking up flooding waters, helping to 
prevent minor floods and lowering the water levels on bigger floods.

Wetlands are a common resting stop for migrating birds; they offer 
safe spaces and plenty of food for visiting wildlife.

They only live in the salt marsh habitat in the Bay Area 
and in the Delta.
